ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT OF THE NEW YORK STATE
UNIFORM FIRE PREVENTION AND BUILDING CODE

LOCAL LAV #1 OF 2007

BE iT ENACTED by the Board of Trustees of the Village of Candor, New York, as follows

SECTION 1. PURPOSE AND INTENT

This Local Law provides for the administration and enforcement of the New York State Uniform
Fire Prevention and Building Code (the Uniform Code) and the State Energy Conservation Construction
Code (the Energy Code) in the Village of Candor. This Local Law is adopted pursuant to Section 10 of the
Municipal Home Rule Law. Except as otherwise provided in the Uniform Code. other state law, or other
section of this Local Law, all buildings, structures, and premises. regardless of use or occupancy, are subject
to the provisions of this Local Law.

SECTION 2. DEFINITIONS

As used in this article, the following words shall have the following respective meanings:

BUILDING PERMIT - Shall mean a permit issued pursuant 10 Section 4 of this Local Law
term “Building Permit” shall also include a Bullding Permit which is renewed, amended, or
exiended pursuanl 1o any provision of this Local Law.

RTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY/CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE - Shall mean 2 certificate
ved pursuant to Subdivision B of Section 7 of this Local Law.
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VILLAGE - Shall mean the Village of Candor.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER - Shall mean the Code Enforcement Cfficer appointed
pursuant to Subdivision B of Section 3 of this Local Law.

CODE ENFORCEMENT PERSONNEL - Shall include the Code Enforcement Cfficer and all
inspectors.

COMPLIANCE ORDER - Shall mean an order issued by the Code Enforcement Gificer pursuant
to Subdivision A of Section 15 of this Local Law.

ENERGY CODE - Shall mean the State Energy Conservation Construction Code. as currently in
effect and as hereafter amended from time to time.

INSPECTOR - Shail mean an inspector appointed pursuant to Subdivision {d) of Section 4 of
this Local Law.

OPERATING PERMIT - Shall mean a permit issued pursuant {o Section 10 of this Local Law.
The term “Operating Permit™ shall also include an Operating Permit which is renewed, amended
or extended pursuant to any provision of this Local Law.




HOLDER - Shall mean the person to whom a building permit has been issued.

- Shall include an individual, corporation, limited liability company. parinership,
artnership, business trust, estate, trust, association, or any other legal or commercial
any kind or description.
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STOP WORK ORDER - Shall mean an order issued pursuant to Section 6 of this Local Law.

- Shail mean a certificate issued pursuant to Subdivision D of

UNIFORM CODE - Shall mean the New York State Uniform Fire Prevention and Buiiding Code,
as currently in effect and as hereafter amended from time to time

SECTION 3. CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER AND INSPECTORS

-

A The office of the Code Enforcement Officer is hereby created. The Code Enforcement
shall administer and enforce all the provisions of the Uniform Co&e, the Energy Code

and this Local Law. The Code Enforcement Officer shall have the following powers
and duties:

(1) To receive, review, and approve or disapprove applications for Building
Permits, Certificates of Occupancy/Certificates of Compliance. Temporary
Certificates and Operating Permits, and the plans, specifications. and
construction documents submitted with such applications:

2; Upon approval of such applications, to issue Building Permits, Certificates of
Occupancy/Certificates of Compliance, Ternporary Certificates and Operating
Permits, and to include in Building Permits such terms and conditions as the
Code Enforcement Officer may determine to be appropriate;

{3} To conduct construction inspections, inspections to be made pricr to the

issuance of Certificates of Occupancy/Certificates of Compliance, Temporary
Certificates and Operating Permits, fire safety and property rmaintenance
inspections, inspections incidental to the investigation of complainis, and all
other inspections required or permitted under any provision of this Local Law:

{4) To issue Stop Work Orders;

£5) To review and investigate complainis;

(&) To issue orders pursuant to Subdivision A of Section 15 (Viclations) of this
Local Laws

{7) To maintain records;

(8 To pursue administrative enforcement actions and proceedings;

(G in consultation with this Village of Candor’s attorney. to pursue such

 fegal actions
and proceedings as may be necessary to enforce the Uniform Code, the Energy
Code and this tocal Law, or to abate or correct conditions not in compliance
with the Uniform Code, the Energy Code or this Local Law: and
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{10) To exercise all other powers and fulfill all other duties conferred upon the Code
Enforcement Officer by this Local Law.

The Code Enforcement Officer shall be appointed by the Village of Candor Board of
Trustees. The Code Enforcement Officer shall possess background expe??e"ce refated
to building construction or fire prevention and shali. within the time prescribed by law,
obtain such basic training. in-service training, advanced in-service trammg, znd other
training as the State of New York shall require for code enforcement personnet, and the
Code Enforcement Officer shall obtain certification from the State Fire Administrator

pursuant to the Executive Law and the regulations promulgated thereunder.

in the event that the Code Enforcement Officer is unable to serve as such for any reason.
an individual shall be appointed by the Village of Candor Board of Trustees to serve as
Acting Code Enforcement Officer. The Acting Code Enforcement Officer shali, during
the term of his or her appointment, exercise all powers and fulfill all duties conferred
upon the Code Enforcement Officer by this Local Law.

Cne or more Inspeciors may be appointed by the Village of Candor Boarc of Trustee
to act under the supervision and direction of the Code Enfarcermnent Officer and to
assist the Code Enforcement Officer in the exercise of the powers and fuliiiiment of the
cuties conferred upon the Code Enforcement Officer by this Local Law. Each Inspector
shail, within the time prescribed by law. obtain such basic training, in-service training,
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advanced in-service training, and other training as the State of New ch shall require
for code enforcement personnel, and each inspector shall obtain certification from the
State Fire Administration pursuant to the Executive Law and the regulations promulgated
thereunder.

The compensation for the Code Enforcement Officer and inspectors shail be fixed
from thme fo time by the Board of Trustees of the Villege of Candor.

SECTICN #. BUILDING PERMITS

(W]

Building Permits Required. Except as otherwise provided in Subdivision B of this

section, a Building Permit shall be required for any work which must conform to the
Uniform Code and/or the Energy Code, including, but not limited to. the construction,
enlargement, aiteration, improvement, removal, relocation or demolition of any buliding
or structure or any portion thereof, and the installation of a solid fuel burning heating
appliance. chimney or flue in any dwelling unit. No person shail commence any work
for which a Building Permit is required without first having obtained & Buiiding Permit
fromn the Code Enforcement Officer.

Exernptions. No Building Permit shall be reguired for work in any of the following
categories:

{1} Construction or instaliation of one-story detached struciures assodiated
with one- or two-famity dwellings or muitiple single-family dwellings
{townhouses) which are used for tco! and storage sheds. playhouses
or simnilar uses, provided the gross floor area does not e Leeé 144 sguare
feet (13.88 sguare meters):




{2) installation of swings and other playground equipment associated with
a one- or two-family dwelling or muitiple single-family dwellings
townhouses).

(3} installation of swimming pools assoclated with a one- or two-family
dweliing or multiple single-family dwellings (townhouses) where such
pools are designed for a water depth of tess than 24 inches and are
installed entirely above ground;

{4) instaliation of fences which are not part of an enclosure surrounding
a swirmming pool:

(53 Construction of retaining walls unless such walls support a surcharge
or impound Class 1, [t or HHA liguids:
{6 Construction of temporary motion picture. television and theater

Exemption Not Deemed Authorization to Performn Non-Compliant Work., The exempticon
from the requirement to obtain & building permit for work in any category set forth in
Subdivision B of this section shall not be deemed an authorization for work to be
performed in viclation of the Uniform Code or Energy Code.

Applications for Building Permits. Applications for a Building Permit shail be made in
writing on a form provided or otherwise acceptable to the Ceode "h"or ment Officer.
The application shall be signed by the owner of the property where the work is to be
performed or an authorized agent of the owner. The application naﬁf include such
information as the Code Enforcement Officer deems sufficient to per

by the Code Enforcement Officer that the intended work complies with all applicabl
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requirements of the Uniform Code and Energy Code. The application shall inciude
or be accompanied by the foliowing information and documentation:

{(2) The tax map number and the street address of the premises where the
work is to be performed:

(3 The occupancy classification of any affected building or structure;
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{4) Where applicable, a statement of special inspections prepared |
accordance with the provisions of the Uniform Code; and
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{5) At least 2 sets of construction documents {drawings and/or
specifications) which (i} define the scope of the proposed work: (i}
are prepared by a New York State registered architect or licensed
professional engineer where so required by the Education Laws (iif)
indicate with sufficient clarity and detail the nature and extent of the
work proposed; {iv} substantiate that the proposed work will comply with
the Uniform Code and Energy Code: and {v) where applicable, inciude 2
site plan that shows any existing and proposed buildings and structures on
the site, the location of any existing or propased well or septic system. the
location of the intended work, and the distances between the buildings
and structures and the ot lines.

Construction Documents. Construction documents will not be accept

of an application for a Building Permit uniess they satisfy the requirements set
forth in paragraph (5) of Subdivision D of this section. Construction
documents which are accepted as part of the application for a Building Permit
shall be marked as accepted by the Code Enforcement Officer in writing or by
starnp. One set of the accepted construction documents shall be retained by
the Code Enforcement Officer, and one set of the accepted construction
docurnents shall be returned 1o the applicant to be kept a1 the work site so as
1o be available for use by the Code Enforcement Personnel. However, the
return of a set of accepted construction documents to the applicant shall not
be construed as authorization to commence work, not as an indication that a
Building Permit will be Issued. Work shall not be commenced until and uniess
a Building Permit is issued.
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[ssuance of Building Permits. An application for a Bullding Permit shalil be
examined to ascertain whether the proposed work s in compiiance with the
applicable requirements of the Uniform Code and Energy Code. The Code
Enforcerment Officer shall issue a Building Permit if the proposed work Is in
compliance with the applicable requiremnents of the Uniform Code and
Energy Code.

Building Permits to be displaved. Building permits shall be visibly displayed at
the work site and shall remain visible until the authorized work has been
completed.

Work To Be In Accordance With Consiruction Documents. All work shall be
performed in accordance with the construction documents which were
submitted and acceptad as part of the application for the Building Permit. The




Building Permit shall contain such a directive. The Permit Holder 5%“ i
irnmediately notify the Code Enforcement Officer of any change occurring
during the course of the work. The Building Permit shall contain such a
directive. If the Code Enforcement Officer determines that such change warrants
a new or amended Building Permit, such change shall not be made uniil and
unless a new or amended Buillding Permit reflecting such change is issued.

Time Limits. Building permits shall become invalid unless the authorized work
is commenced within six months following the date of issuance. Building
Permits shall expire twelve months after the date of issuance. A Bullding Permit
which has become invalid or which has expired pursuant o this subdivision
rnay be renewed upon application by the Permit Holder. payment of the
applicable fee, and approval of the application by the Code Enforcement
Officer.

Revocation or Suspension of Building Permits. If the Code Enforcement Gfficer
determines that a Bullding Permit was issued in error because of incorredt,
inaccurate or incomplete information., or that the work for which a Building
Permit was issued violates the Uniform Code or the Energy Code, the Cede
Enforcement Officer shall revoke the Building Permit or suspend the Building
Permit until such time as the Permit Holder demonstrates that {1} all work
then completed is in compliance with all applicable provisions of the Uniform
Code and the Energy Code and (2) all work then proposed to be performed
shall be in compliance with all applicable provisions of the Uniform Code and
the Energy Code.

Fee. The fee specified in or determined in accordance with the provisions set
forth in Section 16 (fees) of this Local Law must be paid at the :zme of
submission of an application for 3 Building Permit, for an amended Building
Permit, or for renewal of a Building Permit,

SECTION 5, CONSTRUCTION INSPECTIONS

A

Work to Remain Accessible and Exposed. ‘Work shall remain accessible and
exposed until inspected and accepted by the Code Enforcerment Gfficer or by
an Inspector authorized by the Code Enforcement Officer. The Permit Holder
s.;ali no; fy the Code Enforcement On‘ifel when any element of work described
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Elements of Work 1o be Inspecied. The following elements of the construction
process shall be inspected, where applicable:

2) Footing and foundation;

{3 Preparation for <o

{4) Framing:

15} Building systems, including underground ang rough-in;




(6} Fire resistant construction:

{7} Fire resistani penetrations:
(8) Solid fuel burning heating appliances, chimneys. flues or gas
vents;
() Energy Code compliance; and
(10} A final inspection after all work authorized by the Building

Permit has been completed.

C. Inspection Results. After inspeciion. the work or a portion thereof shall be
noted as satisfactory as completed, or the Permit Holder shati be notified as to
where the work falls to comply with the Uniform Code or Energy Code.

Work not in compliance with any applicable provision of the Uniform Code or
Energy Code shall remain exposed until such work shall have been brought into
compliance with all applicable provisions of the Uniform Code and the Energy

Code, re-inspected, and found satisfactory as completed.

SECTION 6. 3TOP WORK ORDERS

A Authority to Issue. The Code Enforcement Officer is authorized to issue Stop
Work Orders pursuant to this section. The Code Enforcement Gfficer shall issue
a Stop Work Order to halt:

(1) Any work that is determined by the Code Enforcerment Officer
to be contrary to any applicable provision of the Uniform Code
or Energy Code, without regard to whether such work s or is
not work for which a Building Permit is required. and without
regard to whether a Building Permit has or has not been issued
for such work, or

{2} Any work that is being conducted in & dangercus or unsafe
manner in the opinion of the Code Enforcement Officer, without
regard to whether such work is or Is not work for which a
Building Permit has or has not been issued for such work, or

) Any waorlk for which a Buliding Permit is required which is being
performed without the required Building Permit. or under a
puilding Permit that has become invalid, has expired, or has

been suspended or revoked.

B. Content of $top Work Orders. Stop Work Orders shall (1} be in wriling, {2} be
dated and signed by the Code Enforcement Officer, {3} state the reason or
reasons for issuance, and {£) if applicable, state the conditions which must be
satisfied before work will be permitted to resume.

[

Service of Stop Wark Orders. The Code Enforcement Officer shall cause the
Stop Work Order. or a copy thereof, to be served on the owner of the affected
property {and, if the owner is not the Permit Holder, on the Permit Holder)

personally or by registered or certified mail. The Code Enforcement Officer
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shall be permitted, but not required, 1o cause the Stop Work Crder, or a copy
thereof, to be served on any builder, architect, tenant, confracior,
subcontractor, construction superintendent, or their agents, or any other
person taking part or assisting in work affected by the Stop Work Order,
personally or by registered or certified mail; provided, however, that failure
to serve any person mentioned in this sentence shall not affect the efficacy of
the Stop Work Order.

Effect of Stop Work Order. Upon the Issuance of a Stop Work Order, the
owner of the affected property, the Permit Holder and any other person
performing, taking part in or assisting in the work shail immediately cease ail
work which is the subject of the Siop Work Grder.

Remedy Naot Exclusive. The issuance of & Stop Work Order shail not be the
exclusive remedy available to address any event described in Subdivision A of
this section, and the authority to issue a Stop Work Order shall be in addition
to, and not In substitution for or limitation of, the right and authority to pursue
any other remedy to impose any other penalty under Section 15 {Violations; of
this Local Law or under any other applicable local iaw or State Law. Any such
other remedy or penalty may be pursued at any time, whether prior to, at the
time of, or after the issuance of a Stop Work Order.

SECTION 7. CERTIFICATES OF OCCUPANCY/CERTIFICATES OF COMPLIANCE

A

Certificates of Occupancy/Certificates of Compliance Reguired. A (ertificate

of Cccupangy/Certificate of Compliance shall be required for any work which is
the subject of a Building Permit and for all structures, buildings. or portions
thereof, which are converted from one use or occupancy classification or
sub-classification to another. Permission to use or occupy a buliding or structure,
or portion thereof, for which a Building Permit was previously issued shall be
granted only by issuance of a certificate of occupancy/certificaie of compiiance.

Issuance of Certificates of Occupancy/Certificates of Compliance. The Code
Enforcement Officer shall issue a Certificate of Occupancy/Certificate of
Compliance if the work which was the subject of the Building Permit was
completed in accordance with all applicable provisions of the Uniform Code
and Energy Code and, if applicable, that the structure, building cr portion
thereof that was converted from one use or occupancy ciassification or
sub-classification to another complies with sl applicable provisions of the
Uniform Code and Energy Code. The Code Enforcement Officer or an
inspector authorized by the Code Enforcement Gfficer shall inspect the building,
structure or work prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy/Certificate
of Compliance. In additicn, where applicable, the following documents,
prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Uniform Code by such
person Or persons as rmay be designated by or otherwise acceptable to the Code
Enforcement Officer, at the expense of the applicant for the Certificate of
Occupancy/Certificate of Compliance, shall be provided to the Code Enforce-

ment Officer prior to the issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy/Certificate
of Compliance.

) A written statement of struciural cbservations and/or a final
report of special inspections, and
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{2) Flood hazard certifications.

Contents of Certificates of Occupancy/Certificates of Compliance. A Certificate
of Occupancy/Certificate of Compiiance shall contain the following
information:

m The Building Permit number, if any;

{2} The date of issuance of the Building Permit, if any;
{3} The name, address and tax map number of the property;
(4) if the Certificate of Occupancy/Certificaie of Compliance is not

applicable to an entire structure, a description of that portion
of the structure for which the Certificate of Occupancy/
Certificate of Compliance is issued;

{5) The use and cccupancy classification of the struciure;

{6} The type of construction of the structure;

{7} The assembly occupant load of the structure, i any;

(8) If an automatic sprinkler system s provided, 2 notation as to

whether the sprinkler system Is required:

9 Any special conditions imposed in connection with the issuance
of the Building Permit; and

(16} The signature of the Code Enforcement Officer issuing the
Certificate of Occupancy/Certificate of Compliance and the
date of issuance.

Temporary Certificate. The Code Enforcement Officer shall be permitted to
issue a Temporary Certificate allowing the temporary occupancy of g building
or structure, or 2 portion thereof, prior to the completion of the work which
is the subject of a Building Permit. However, in no event shali the Code
Enforcement Officer issue a Temporary Cerfificate unless the Code Enforcement
Officer determines {1} that the building or structure. or the portion thereof
covered by the Temporary Certificate, may be occupied safely, {2} that any
fire- and smoke-deteciing or fire protection equipment which has been
instailed is operational, and {3) that all required means of egress from the
building or such terms and cenditions as he or she deems necessary or
appropriate to ensure safety or to further the purpocses and intent of the
Uniform Code. A Temporary Certificate shall be effective for & period of time,
not to exceed six months, which shall be determined by the Code Enforcement
Officer and specified in the Temporary Certificate. During the specified
period of effectiveness of the Temporary Certificate, the Permit Holder shall
undertake to bring the building or structure into full compliance with all
applicable provisions of the Uniform Code and the Energy Code.
